Dear members of the Prosecutor's College of the Supreme Judicial Council,

My motives for participating in the procedure for selection of candidates for
European Delegated Prosecutors are complex. My long professional experience
(more than 20 years) as a prosecutor and Deputy Administrative Head at Pernik District
Prosecutor's Office and my desire to continue to develop in the field of criminal law and
procedure, provoked my interest in applying for the above position.

In exercising my functions as a prosecutor Pernik District Prosecutor's Office,
I have supervised and controlled pre-trial proceedings affecting the financial interests of
the European Union, fraud, economic crimes, abuse of office crimes, crimes against the tax,
financial and social security system, including and those of high public interest.

By order of the Prosecutor General of the Republic of Bulgaria, I have been appointed
a prosecutor in the National Prosecutorial Network for International Legal Cooperation.
In this regard, over the years I have aimed at improving my knowledge —
theoretical and practical, in the field of international legal cooperation.

My participation in the exchange programmes of magistrates and administrative heads
in the EU, in Warsaw, Poland; Budapest, Hungary, Tallinn, Estonia, etc. organized by
the European Judicial Training Network, gave me the opportunity to communicate with
colleagues from other Member States and gain invaluable experience in the field of
international cooperation in criminal matters.

The figure of the European Delegated Prosecutor does not seem to be well known yet and raises
a number of questions to the current magistrates at national level. The work of the European
Public Prosecutor's Office, and in particular of the European Delegated Prosecutor, is definitely
different from the normal work of the ordinary public prosecutors. The establishment of
the facts and circumstances of the specific case, the clarification of the objective truth and
passing judgment of internal conviction are the fundamentals, which find identical application
at national and community level. However, the criminal activity and the complexity of
the specific cases that European delegated prosecutors will face undoubtedly go beyond
the scale of the specific Member State and require specific knowledge and collaboration
at international level. The protection of the EU's financial interests must be ensured through
teamwork and professional work by all European delegated prosecutors.



European Delegated Prosecutors form the decentralized level of the European
Public Prosecutor's Office in the Member States and, as acting members,
must strive to strengthen the authority and credibility of the Public Prosecutor's Office
and uphold the rule of law. They are the ones who, through their authority and personal
example, should uphold the principles of the rule of law and contribute to raising
public confidence in the European Public Prosecutor's Office.

I believe that due to my long standing experience as a prosecutor at the Prosecutor's Office of
the Republic of Bulgaria, being always guided by my independence and inner conviction,
and due to the experience gained in the field of international cooperation in criminal matters,
I could contribute to the development and success of the European Prosecutor's Office
in case my application is approved.
