COVER LETTER
From Yana Mitkova Nikolova — Prosecutor at the District Prosecutor’s Office of Shumen

Regarding the Selection Procedure for European Delegated Prosecutor

Dear Members of the Prosecutors Chamber of the Supreme Judicial Council,

I am facing the challenge and the responsibility to motivate my participation in the current selection
procedure for European Delegated Prosecutor and in case of election of my candidature — also to
motivate the trust you would give me.

My professional experience is closely related to the work in public institutions, established to
counteract offenders and criminals, mostly in the financial area. My professional activities in the
revenue administration have given me practical knowledge about its internal mechanism of
functioning and its matters. This is an advantage for the prosecutor in the course of the criminal
proceedings, concerning investigation of financial, tax and economic crimes, where assignment of
revisions is often needed. My five years’ work as investigating officer in the Ministry of Internal
Affairs \during which | was assigned investigations of high public interest, related to organized crime
groups for crimes against tax system and breach of structural and investment funds of EU\ has given
me priceless experience how to organize investigating teams as well as how to undertake investigating
activities in person. Last but not least, | have been working as a public prosecutor \ranked ,,Prosecutor
at the Supreme Prosecutor's Office of Cassation\Supreme Administrative Prosecutor’'s Office™\ in a
District Prosecutor's Office for almost ten years. According to Council Regulation (EU) 2017/1939,
the exclusive powers of the European Public Prosecutor’s Office fall namely within the jurisdiction of
the District Prosecutor's Office. I have filed a number of indictments concerning these types of crimes
and the court proceedings have ended up with sentencing the accused persons. In my capacity of a
district prosecutor of upper instance, I have monitored the regional prosecutors’ acts and 1 have also
attended court of appeal hearings in cases of embezzlement and documentary frauds concerning EU
funds. As a result of my work | was assessed with maximum points and highest mark in my latest
appraisal form and | was also awarded with distinction by the Prosecutor General in 2018.

I would like to point out, that the interaction and cooperation with the National Revenue Agency and
the State Fund Agriculture \especially after the law amendments in 2018 in art.127 of CCP giving the
revision acts and reports of these bodies the status of written evidence\ are of essential significance in
the criminal investigation and for the successful prosecution in the court proceedings. Regarding the
above, the established internal rules in the national Public Prosecutor’'s Office for periodical meetings
between representatives of control-administrative service and a prosecutor — participant in



Consultative center, are useful and adequate. | have been assigned the latter position’s functions for
the last seven years.

I would like to revise shortly, that my practical experience in the criminal proceedings of investigating
financial, tax and economic crimes has been backed up by good theoretical knowledge. The above
mentioned practical experience that | possess is not arbitrary. My interests in this area of knowledge
and work reflected in writing a dissertation paper \which I will end up in short terms\ with focus on the
optimization of the model of interaction between the National Revenue Agency, the Ministry of
Internal Affairs and the national Public Prosecutor’s Office in the counteraction against tax crimes.
The dissertation paper and the scientific publications are cited in my CV. The election of my
candidature for European Delegated Prosecutor in Bulgaria would lead in a natural manner to
upgrading of my professional experience.

Having been appointed prosecutor, | was elected after a competition to be one of the eight prosecutors,
who took part in one-month's training in the USA with focus on the American judiciary system,
including the implemented mechanisms for investigating financial crimes, which enriched inevitably
my experience. During my almost ten-years’ work as a prosecutor in a District Prosecutor’s Office I
have implemented international legal cooperation in the course of extradition proceedings, which are
held before the District Court, with representation of the District Prosecutor’s Office respectively, and
also in the process of issuing European arrest warrant during criminal investigation. As a supervising
prosecutor of investigation 1 have taken part in a coordination meeting in Eurojust and this
participation strengthened my belief that the team work in trans-border cases is of essential
significance. 1 do not think about the international cooperation as an end in itself, but as a means for
taking evidence in trans-border cases and thus building strong grounds for the prosecution in the court
proceedings.

I am well-aware of the EU institutional framework both as a prosecutor implementing trans-border
activities and as a lawyer having studied the EU legislation.

In recent years | have studied and upgraded my language skills, passing successfully level B2 of
CEFR. During my application for PhD programme and later while studying it, I have passed Legal
English exams. My exam preparation included reading parts of ,.Law of the European Convention on
Human Rights*, Harris, O'Boyle & Warbrick, English edition.

In light of the above I would like to point out, that the challenge for me to motivate my participation in
the selection procedure is easier than the challenge for you to make the choice. Whatever your
decision is 1 believe it would be right because there are highly qualified magistrates in the Bulgarian
judiciary system having the capacity to introduce successfully the functioning of the European Public
Prosecutor’s Office in Bulgaria.
